All computers used in the prep room must be battery operated at all times. Extemporaneous Speaking contestants shall not access the Internet or communicate  Computers equipped with removable wireless cards must have the cards removed before the beginning of any round of competition.

*Imprompu – Problem with students reusing the same speech but no way to regulate that.

*Developing a power point that shows the benefit of a Speech and Debate program which coaches could show their administration in hopes of getting classes.  He’ll be sending out an email to league presidents concerning the cost of starting up such a program as far as dues and entry fees are concerned.
