PARLI
We did not make any motions regarding debate in January, but we did agree without objection during both the president's meeting and the council meeting that we would continue to use the same parli procedures (no changes in wording) that have been in effect for the last few years.   They are posted on Joy for your convenience.

JUDGING MISSED ROUND PENALTY:
Substitute judges for coaches or additional judges must be approved by the Area Chairperson at the time of pre-registration, not at the tournament site registration. A coach who will be represented by a substitute judge or who provides additional judges must provide written information for the Area Chairperson regarding the judging experience of each judge. Coaches who are representing more than one school must fulfill the judging requirement of each school. Schools that fail to fulfill judging obligations will forfeit the $100 judging deposit.  will be fined up to $100 per missed round. In addition, egregious violations will result in the school losing up to 5 sweepstakes points per missed round.   Penalties will be assessed by the protest committee in communication with the State Tournament Director.   A list of judges who missed rounds shall be posted in the judges’ room at the conclusion of each round. 

SEMI-FINAL AND FINAL JUDGES:
Each league president shall send a list of potential semi and final judges to the Area Chairperson by April 10 1. The list should indicate the events each coach would be best qualified to judge.
ORATORICAL INTERP:
Article IX, Section 2, Paragraph c, p.13 (new text in bold)

Public address is defined as: a formal spoken communication, a formal speech, a formal oral communication to an audience. Synonyms include: declamation, lecture, oration, and speech. A public address is distinct from a stand-up comedy routine, a poetry slam, or storytelling.

PUBLIC FORUM DEBATE: 
Article XI, Section 5, Paragraph A, p.8 (new text in bold):
Final focus (2nd affirmative rebuttal): 1 2 minutes
Final focus (2nd negative rebuttal): 1 2 minutes
Article XI, section 5, paragraph D, p.9 (new text in bold, deleted text stricken):
D. Speeches in the Debate:

4. The affirmative speaker must speak first in the debate
LINCOLN DOUGLAS DEBATE: 
Article XI, Section 3, Paragraph H, p.6 (new text in bold):

H. Value debate -- no plan permitted. No plan shall be presented by either debater in the round. A plan is defined as a formalized, comprehensive proposal for implementation.

PUBLIC FORUM DEBATE:
Article XI, Section 5, Paragraph I, p.9 (new text in bold):
I. No plans/counterplans. In Public Forum debate a plan is defined as a formalized, comprehensive proposal for implementation. Neither the affirmative or negative side is permitted to offer a plan or counterplan; rather they should offer reasoning to support a position of advocacy. Debaters may offer generalized, practical solutions.
PARLIAMENTARY DEBATE AND EXTEMP:
Article VII, Section 5, Paragraph H3, p.7 (new text in bold):
Students may double enter at the State Tournament in Parliamentary debate and an Individual Event or Public Forum and an Individual Event, except no student may enter in both Extemporaneous and Parliamentary Debate.

POLICY DEBATE:
Article XI, Section 2, Paragraph J, p.4 (new text in bold):
Article XI, Section 2, Paragraph J, p.4 (new text in bold):

Evidence challenges. Internet access prohibited; Electronic devices restricted. Debaters shall not be allowed to utilize the internet during rounds; internet devices on any computers used in the round must be disabled. Other than one computer per debater, one printer per team, and one electronic timer per debater that has no functioning capability other than to count time, the debaters shall not have access to or activate any other electronic device during the round, including, but not limited to, cell phones. Penalty for violation of this rule shall be automatic forfeiture of the round by the offending team.

LD, PARLI, PUBLIC FORUM AND EXTEMP:
Article XI, Section 3, Paragraph E3 & F, p.6 (new text in bold):

E3. Debaters shall not be allowed to utilize computers for any reason during the debate round.

F. Prohibition regarding electronic devices.

Debaters shall not be allowed to utilize computers for any reason during the debate round. Debaters shall not be allowed to use the internet during the round. Other than an electronic timing device that has no functional capability other than counting time, debaters shall not access or activate any other electronic devices during the round, including, but not limited to, cell phones. Penalty for violation of this rule shall be automatic forfeiture of the round by the offending debater. NOTE: It was clarified during council discussion that this rule shall mean that a student who pulls out their phone to check the time will be given a loss in the round.
PARLIAMENTARY DEBATE:
Article XI, Section 5 Paragraph F, p.9 new text in bold, deleted text stricken):

F. Prohibition of computer use and electronic devices.

Debaters shall not be allowed to utilize computers for any reason during the round. Debaters shall not be allowed to use the internet during the round. Other than an electronic timing device that has no functional capability other than counting time, debaters shall not access or activate any other electronic devices during the round, including, but not limited to, cell phones. Penalty for violation of this rule shall be automatic forfeiture of the round by the offending team.

NEW AS OF STATE 2010

ORIGINAL PROSE AND POETRY
Article IX, section 2, paragraph D-2b, p.6 (new text in bold, deleted text stricken):
b. Aids: Speeches may must be delivered from memory; the use of scripts shall be optional. No visual or audio aids shall be permitted in the contest rounds.
DRAMATIC, HUMOROUS, DUO INTERPRETATION:
Article IX, section 3, paragraph A-1-f, p.9; B-1-f, p.11; C-1-f, p.14; D-1-f, p.16 (new text in bold, deleted text stricken):
f. Published Materials: All contestants must use published materials.

"Published" as used in these rules means materials commercially printed, published, readily available, and nationally distributed by January 1 of that competitive school year.

STATE PROGRAM ADS

PARTIAL JUDGES

We have had significant problems with judges "splitting judging commitments". Rather than disallowing this process we are trying a modified procedure. 

A judging commitment may be shared by two, but no more than two individuals. If a school chooses to split a commitment they must enter each judge as a 1/2 judge. Each 1/2 judge will be assigned 5 rounds. 

A single "full time" judge is preferred and will only be assigned a total of 8 rounds.
